When should my child self-
isolate or miss school? °

All children MUST attend school unless they are ill.

From 16th August 2021, children under 18 (or double-vaccinated adults) do not need to
self-isolate or miss school if a member of their household or a contact, has Covid.
Instead, they will need to book a PCR test but can continue coming to school so long as
they have no symptoms and the test result is negative.

If your child develops Covid symptoms at home, they should stay at home and should
book a PCR test), NOT a Lateral Flow test.

If your child develops Covid symptoms at school, they will be sent home and you should
book them a PCR test.

If your child tests positive for Covid, they will need to self-isolate. The rest of the
household does not need to self-isolate if they are under 18 or fully vaccinated — but
instead should book a PCR test.

A comprehensive risk assessment is in place and regularly updated - all updates and
important information will be shared as an when needed.

Cleaning before, after and throughout the school day.

Twice weekly testing to continue for all staff.

Hygiene measures in place around school.

Majority of our staff have been vaccinated.

A comprehensive outbreak management plan in place.

Following all government guidelines.

Actions:

The child self-isolates for 10 days. Remote learning will be provided
if they are well enough to complete it as outlined in our remote
learning policy which can be found on our website.

The parents of the child are contacted directly by NHS Track and
Trace to establish likely contacts.

Likely contacts will be contacted by NHS Track & Trace and advised
to book at PCR Test. The school will contact parents to advise this if
close contacts are known.

Children do not need to miss school or self-isolate whilst they wait
for the result of the PCR test unless they have Covid Symptoms.

As above for each positive case.

The school will discuss the outbreak with Sandwell Public Health
and agree strengthening protective measures.

Re-introducing staff face masks for corridors and communal areas.
Adapting, limiting or postponing indoor sporting events, trips, open
days and performances.

Reverting to video-link Assemblies in classrooms.

Updating of our risk assessment.

Deep clean of building if in-school transmission is high.
